e Demonstrate the character qualities of enthusiasm, courtesy, flexibility, integrity, gratitude, kindness, self-
control, perseverance, and punctuality (Gal. 5:22-23).

e Practice confidentiality with student and staff information

e Challenge students to accept God’s gift of salvation and grow in their faith.

e Provide input and recommendations for administrative and managerial functions in the school.

e Perform any other duties, which may be assigned by the administration. Keep students, parents, and the
administration adequately informed of progress or deficiencies, and give timely and sufficient notice of failure.

e Integrate Biblical principles and the Christian philosophy of education throughout the curriculum.
